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MJ Ib wagon

The model

The model is in 1:45 scale for 12,7 mm gauge. The prototype material used to design the kit stems from two original drawings which contain different data, delivery photos from “Munkedalsbanan” by Lennart Welander and a few complementary measurements on a summer wagon (former MJ no 21) at the ÖSlJ railway museum in Mariefred, Sweden. Many thanks to Jörgen Wetterskog who has helped me with prototype information and kit reviewing.

The main construction is done in etched brass. Bogies side frames cast in brass, wheels from NorthWest Shortlines, wood for the floor from North Eastern, Kadee couplers and brass rods, screws and nuts complete the kit.
